France requires that you complete one copy of the application in French. In order for us to forward your application to France, you must complete the attached copy and return it with your ESSEX Application. The rules and application can also be downloaded from the ESSEX website: www.exchangestudent.org . They can be found on the left side menu under application process/long term/
Here is exactly what you need:

1. The rules, both Rotary International (included in the application) and ESSEX, in French signed by you and your parents - these are the only signatures that you will need.

2. The French application with your information filled in, in French. This includes, medical and dental and school info. The medical and dental information can simply be transferred onto the French application. You do NOT need signatures from the Dentist, Doctor or school.

3. You do NOT need the confidential school form or transcripts.

4. Essay questions translated into French – typed. This should include a translation of your parent's letter.

5. You do NOT need pictures.

6. One complete copy - No signatures are necessary except on the RI rules and ESSEX Rules.

7. The application does NOT have to be typed but should be printed neatly. The essay questions should be typed.

This may sound difficult to do, but it is really not as hard as it sounds. The hardest part will probably be the essays. You may ask a teacher for help if you are having trouble. It is so that your host family (who may not speak English) can learn a little about you. Please take this as a positive thing - you are improving your French while you are working on the application.

Good luck with your translations and learning your new language. Your applications cannot be sent to France without the translation.
Good luck - Remember to practice your French!
